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1. Overall Description:

SA2 would like to thank CT1 for the questions on the applicability of the rejected NSSAI due to the maximum number of UEs.

The applicability of the quota for a specific serving PLMN is specific to the serving PLMN, and does not apply to other PLMNs, unless a set of PLMNs share the CN (like it is common when the RA includes TAIs of different PLMN that also are marked as equivalent PLMNs). Therefore, 
1) if the UE receives a cause code indicating the rejection of a S-NSSAI due to NSAC, and the RA includes TAIs of various PLMNs and these are marked as equivalent PLMNs, then the UE can assume this rejection is valid in the RA and the TAIs of all these PLMNs, so by definition this should imply the limit applies to all these PLMNs in the equivalent PLMN list.

2) if the UE receives a cause code indicating the rejection of a S-NSSAI due to NSAC, and the RA includes TAIs only of the R-PLMN, and there are equivalent PLMNs in the registration accept, then the UE can assume this rejection is valid in the RA but not outside the RA, ie. the limitation is not necessarily applying to the equivalent PLMNs in the list.
