3	Justification
Under the Rel-17 SA2 MPS2 work item, a solution was created for home routed roaming of MPS for Data Transport Service.  However, a solution for operators using local breakout was not addressed. When a roaming UE invokes the MPS for Data Transport Service via the AF in the VPLMN, the PCF in the VPLMN cannot authorize the user, as it has no knowledge of the user’s MPS subscription.
4	Objective
Develop a solution for MPS for Data Transport Service for local breakout where the PCF in the VPLMN obtains the MPS subscription of the roaming MPS user via signalling so it can authorize MPS for Data Transport Service requests from the AF in the VPLMN.
[bookmark: _GoBack]The objective is to specify a solution reusing existing functionality (e.g., interfaces, service operations) and introduce minimum incremental functionality.  
In the case of 5GC LBO where the AF is in the VPLMN, the V-PCF cannot obtain the Service User’s MPS subscription today. The MPS subscription is in the Access and Mobility Subscription data of the UDM in the home network.  The Access and Mobility Subscription data is transferred via N8 to the (V-)AMF during registration as well as via updates obtained with Nudm_SDM_Subscribe.

The solution involves allowing the AMF in the VPLMN to forward the MPS priority indication to the SMF in the VPLMN, which forwards/reports this indication to the PCF in the VPLMN. This allows the PCF to authorize MPS request invocations received via N5 from AFs in the case of LBO.
