3	Justification
For Rel-18, TS 22.153 was updated to explicitly cover MPS when the access to the EPC/5GC is WLAN (non-3GPP access). 
There is a need to support MPS communications when the access to the EPC/5GC is WLAN. Support of MPS when the UE has WLAN access is important during certain disaster scenarios such as when 3GPP access networks (LTE and NR) are unavailable or degraded. In some cases, WLAN may be the only available access (e.g., inside buildings, hotels, airports, malls and stadiums) and therefore critical for MPS communications.

Actions taken by the non-3GPP/WLAN are outside of 3GPP scope (e.g., the WLAN may or may not act on the MPS related information received from the 3GPP system based on the capability of the WLAN).
