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1/ Introduction

3GPP TSG SA WG2 thanks TSG T WG2 for the copy of its LS titled “Address Resolution in MMS” sent to GSMA SerG.

SA2 would like to inform T2 and GSMA SerG that it considers address resolution a topic of great importance for the Release 5 architecture that needs to be handled in a broader context than that of the MMS. Any address resolution mechanisms specified for the MMS need to be well-integrated into the address resolution scheme for the Release 5 architecture. 

SA2 has invited further contributions on the topic of Address Resolution for Release 5 for its next meeting  and intends to decide on this topic in this same meeting. The SA2 decisions on this matter should therefore be available to TSG T2 in its Februari meeting. SA2’s current understanding for the IMS is that DNS protocol is used when a SIP URL is present, and that the ENUM/DNS protocol is used to obtain a SIP url when an e.164 number is present.

Additionally, SA2 would like to refer T2 to previous liaisons that have been exchanged between SA2 and T2 on this topic, i.e. S2-002109 and S2-013072. SA2 would like to clarify that in these liaisons SA2 expressed its preference for an address resolution mechanism based on the ENUMENUM protocol. Furthermore these LSes separated the issues related to the protocol for the ENUM.address translation, from the issue of administration of the top level domain. SA2 has not identified any technical difficulties with the issues related to the protocol, and has noted that it should be feasible to operate the protocol with a non-universal domain name which may satisfy SerG requirements. 

2/ Actions

SA2 kindly requests T2 to consider an addressing approach which could be shared between the IMS and MMS, and potentially other applications and requests T2 to postpone decisions on MMS address resolution until SA2 has decided on the broader issue of address resolution for the Release 5 architecture.

SA2 cordially invites GSMA SerG to contribute their views on this topic to the upcoming SA2 meeting.
