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1. Introduction
At SA#26 a new Work Item was approved (SP-040926) for Combining CS and IMS services & Capability Detection and Exchange mechanism (CSI). As part of this activity a new TS will be produced by SA2 to provide a detailed description of combining CS and IMS services and Radio/Terminal capability detection and exchange mechanisms.

This paper proposes some text for new TS based on the approved WID and the latest version of the TR (23.899) on alternative architectures for combining CS Bearers with IMS (S2-050260).

2. Proposed text for TS Overall Requirements

Overall Requirements
The solution shall support adding IMS media components to an ongoing CS speech call.
The solution shall support adding a CS speech component to an ongoing IMS session.
The solution shall support the exchange of terminal capabilities.
The solution shall support the exchange of radio capabilities.

The solution shall support the exchange of E.164 numbers in SIP/SDP

The solution shall be transparent for the end-user and interoperable with other IMS services&networks. 
4.1
Basic Assumption
The solution is applicable to GERAN and UTRAN.
A CSI UE requires DTM capability (in case of GERAN access) and MultiRAB capability (in case of UTRAN access)

The use of CSI in the context of IMS should be transparent for the user.

The coverage and voice quality provided by CS bearers in the context of IMS is assumed to be the same as the coverage and voice quality provided by GERAN (and /or UTRAN) CS voice coverage.

The use of CS bearers in association with an IMS session for a UE requires that the UE is CS attached and IMS registered.

There are no additional authentication mechanisms required.
