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Abstract of the contribution: this paper describes the issue related to adding or removing conversational type media (Voice/Video) for group communications.
1. Introduction

TS 22.468 has a requirement that “Group Communication System Enabler shall support various media such as conversational type communication (e.g. voice, video) or streaming (e.g. video) or data (e.g. messaging) or a combination of them.” 
Based on informative annex A.2 of TS 22.468, “See what I see” Use Case; the following properties can be outlined for this requirement.
1. A GCSE group that has been defined for multimedia contents communications.
2. Default communication mode is Push to Talk voice.

3. A Transmitter Group Member can activate video transmission as an additional media at anytime. Both video and PTT voice are sent to other Receiver group members.

4. Group Communication can be reverted back to normal Push to Talk voice when Transmitter Group Member deactivates the video transmission.

Essentially in GCSE, Transmitter Group Member may start out with voice and then add video component later based on the situation. Transmitter Group Member may then switch back to basic voice communication. Next Transmitter Group Member may only use PTT voice but may also follow the same pattern to send the video as well.

5.X.1
General description
In GCSE, a group communication may be initially setup for both voice+video but with voice as default media. A Transmitter Group Member may continue with voice and then add video component to this group session based on the situation. Transmitter Group Member may then switch back to basic voice communication when the video feed is no longer needed. 
It is also possible that a group communication is initially setup as only voice communication and later is upgraded to allow both voice+video.

It is also possible that some Receiver group members are only interested to receive voice but not video. 

Proposed solutions should explain how the additional media (i.e., video) can be added and removed on top of the current voice group communication session taking into account that video media has different QoS characteristic than voice (e.g, QCI2 vs. QCI1) and taking into account that some Receiver group members may chose not to receive video stream.
