Solution #Y: UE authorization and authorization revocation for accessing temporary slices 
5.Y.1
Introduction

This solution addresses key issue #2 on securing the temporary network slices.


In this solution, to accessing certain S-NSSAIs that corresponds to NSSAA, the UE needs to be authorized by AAA-S together with the validity time.

For a UE not supporting network slice validity time information, the AMF revokes the authorization of the UE for accessing temporary slices that are no longer available.  
5.Y.2
Solution details
If NSSAA is required for the UE to access certain temporary slices, the validity time information should also be sent from the AMF to the AAA-S for authorizing the UE according to the procedure described in clause 16.2 and 16.3 of TS 33.501[4]. The AAA-S also checks whether the UE can be authorized to access the temporary slices within the validity time.
When the validity time indicates the S-NSSAI is no longer available, the AMF revokes the authorization of the UE for accessing these slices according to clause 5.15.16 of TS 23.501[X].
