system against attacks.

The general objective is to develop security solutions for all IP_based core network protocols which
need protection. This notably includes GTP and control protocols used-between-CSCFand-HSS-as
wellas-MAP-and-GTP in IMS.

—The security characteristics that have been identified as being in need of protection are confidentiality,
integrity, and authentication. These will be ensured by standard procedures, based on cryptographic
techniques.

The scope of this WI includes key management and distribution mechanisms for NDS/IP.

releases.
