The AMF shall support to trigger primary authentication using the SUCI.

The AMF shall support assigning 5G-GUTI to the UE.

The AMF shall support reallocating 5G-GUTI to UE.

The AMF shall be able to confirm SUPI from UE and from home network. The AMF shall deny service to the UE if this confirmation fails.
NOTE1:  The SEAF use the SUPI it receives from the home network (AUSF) during the UE authentication in addition to the KSEAF key as inputs to the KDF to derive the KAMF. The KAMF which is derived by the KSEAF and delivered to the AMF indirectly includes a signature of the subscriber SUPI provided by the home network. Similarly, the UE use the subscriber SUPI saved in the USIM and the KSEAF derived by the USIM as part of the UE authentication as input parameters to the KDF used to derive the KAMF in the USIM. The AMF and the UE then derive the KNASenc and KNASint from their respective KAMF key to integrity protect and encrypt NAS signaling between the AMF and the UE. When, during the NAS SMC procedure, the AMF successfully decrypts and validates the integrity of the NAS SMC complete message received from the UE, the AMF has successfully confirmed that the SUPI received from the home network and used in deriving the KAMF by the SEAF is exactly the same as the SUPI the USIM used to derive the KAMF key. In other words, the AMF has been able to confirm that the subscriber SUPI from the home network is the same as the UE SUPI.
