5.1 
SA

At the SA plenary, the CR from this group for stage 2 was approved and the specification has been up-issued to TS 33.107 v8.5.0. There was a formal announcement that the full LI specifications for Rel-8 would be late as normal.

5.2 
SA WG3 

The Chairman noted that there was a meeting of SA WG3 in Japan running in parallel with this meeting.

Maurizio Iovieno reported on email discussions he had had with Huawei and Motorola concerning his CR for EPS (Rel-8) for TS 33.107 from the Sophia Antipolis meeting. He reached agreement with Huawei and changes to the original CR were made.

Motorola proposed a method for generating a correlation number to include in 33.107. Maurizio’s response was that no such detail had previously been included in 33.107 but consideration could be given to including proposals in 33.108. He will bring suggestions to the next meeting in February. Ron Ryan’s view was that the standards should provide a container for a correlation number but not mandate how it was filled. Koen Jaspers was concerned that differing correlation methods could cause complications for service providers with multiple vendors. The chairman proposed inviting Motorola to the next meeting in Dublin to try to resolve the issue.

5.3
ETSI TC LI

The Chairman provided the following report on the Autumn TC LI meeting in Prague:

· Peter van der Arend will continue for another term as Chair of TC LI representing Vodafone

· The Retained Data Handover Interface (RDHI) and Security Framework for LI and RDHI standards were agreed and are available for download from ETSI

· There were proposals for a Work Item on Dynamic Triggering. Bernhard said that discussion on this topic would occupy agenda item 11.1

WTSC-LI 

Peter Musgrove reported that the group continued to work on a number of items including LI for PoC, where the FBI has tabled requirements.  There has been no progress on deltas to the SA3 LI specifications to cater for North American regional requirements. This awaits contributions. He noted some Canadian requirements for more frequent location reporting.

There was a meeting of the Security Group last week where the LI document was agreed. Work also proceeds on Retained Data.

5.6 ATIS PTSC LAES 

Ron Ryan provided this report:

The subcommittee progressed work on the following projects:
a. Supplement A to ATIS-1000013.2007 LAES for Internet Access and Services (IAS). Default ballot comments were completed and the standard has been sent forward for publication. The supplement contains corrections, clarifications, and enhancements.

b. Technical Report on LAES for Next Generation Networks. The project continues to move slowly due to higher priority projects. The target completion date has been moved to the end of 2009. 

c. Technical Report on LAES for Advanced Conferencing Services. Significant progress has been made toward completing the project. The new target completion date is early 1Q09.

d. Technical Report – A User Guide for ATIS-100013.2007 LAES for Internet Access and Services (IAS). The project continues to progress with a projected completion date of early 2Q09.

e. Supplement B to ATIS-1000678.2006 LAES for VoIP. Significant progress has been made toward completing the project. The new target completion date is early 2Q09.

Ron Ryan reported that the focus group progressed work on the following projects:

a. PN-3-0304-A LAES for cdma2000 WLAN-Interworking. Work nears completion on re-ballot comments. The standard will go forward for another ballot/default-ballot or publication by year-end.

b. Study of DoJ’s J-STD-025-B LAES for cdma2000 Packet Data deficiency petition. The study is scheduled to begin in December 2008.

In X2.1, Gerd Steinrücke queried the figure of 95% for the speed of IRI delivery as a performance requirement. Maurizio said that this was carried over from the previous version. It was believed to originate from the US CALEA standards and will be kept unless a CR is forthcoming.

There were wording suggestions from Jean Trakinat, Ron Ryan and Nag Rao which were incorporated into an agreed version SA3LI08_077r1.

11.1 Common IMS

In order to structure a discussion on dynamic triggering, with requirements and legal considerations, the Chairman posed the following set of scenarios:

1. LI could be activated within one domain within one country (standard)

2. LI could be activated within one domain (don’t care about national borders)

3. LI could be activated within one country, domain / operator borders don’t matter

4. LI could be activated at 'any' access server - no domain or border restriction

It was noted that work is likely to start in TC LI on dynamic triggering. It was resolved that in order to avoid duplication of effort, care should be taken to align the work in the two groups. SA3 LI agreed to start working on this topic Koen Jaspers will to draw together functional requirements for cases 1 and 3.
