3 Status of the Lawful Interception work in TC LI
1) The two TISPAN7 specifications (NGN and LI & DR) has been handled. An LS has been sent with the indication that both specifications are containing too much duplicated text from other documents, especially from the EU privacy directive. It is recommended to remove all duplicated text. Technical issues where already forwarded by Swisscom. 

2) In TS 101 671 the Service Area Identifier (SAI) is referenced to 3GPP TS 25.431 “UTRAN Iub interface layer 1”. The SAI is however not defined in 3GPP TS 25.431, but in 3GPP TS 23.003. This was corrected in TS 101 671. Also in TS 33.108 in the ASN.1 definition the SAI is referenced to 3GPP TS 25.431. However, 3GPP TS 25.431 is not in the reference list.

3) An IPv4 Subnet Mask indication has been added to the IPAddress field for IPv4 addresses. In TS 33.108 the IPAddress is imported from the “HI2Operations” of TS 101 671.

However, that import is related to version10. V3.9.1 of TS 101 671 has version15 of the “HI2Operations”.
4) Some of the allowed encryption type in TS 101 232-1 use an Initialisation Vector. It is defined now how the Initialisation Vector is computed for each PDU. 
5) TR 102 503: ”ASN.1 Object Identifiers in Lawful Interception and Retained data handling Specifications” has got its yearly update. Also the actual ASN.1 modules from the TS 33.108 releases are included.
4 Dynamic triggering of interception (DTS 102 677)
No progress has been made on the Dynamic Triggering specification. 
5 Status of the Data Retention work in TC LI

Outstanding issues of TC LI#27 Mariehamn has been handled. Some more corrections have been made and more additional issues have been added to TS 102 657. The signalling messages via the HA-A and the HI-B interface have been clearly defined now. Also in TS 102 657 the reference of the SAI has been corrected. The indication of the ICCID as “ServiceUsage data” was questioned since that parameter is not used in the network.
6 Plugtests on Data Retention standards

The decision has been take to continue with the preparation of the TS 102 232 Plugstest event in Sophia Antipolis. Around 15 organisations have indicated their interest. The planning is:

- Plugtests on 16-18 January 2012, and
- if there is interest on 19 January a marketing event could be held by participating organisations.
In parallel the ETSI Security Workshop will be held in Sophia Antipolis and SA3-LI is meeting in Barcelona.

7 eWarrant Interface (DTR 103 690)

No progress has been made on the electronic Warrant Interface report.
8 LI and DR in the Cloud (DTR 101 567 and DTR 101 566)
There was a first discussion on the contents of these new DTRs on CLI and on CDR. Possible Cloud architectures where presented. The first start of the reports will be based upon an architecture picture of the cloud services.
9 Other LI issues

No progress has been made on any requirements of CAT, CRS and H(e)NB. 

The handling of Media Stream Security was slightly discussed, but remains on the to-do-list of TC LI.
