Introduction
This report is to inform SA3-LI on the status of ATIS PTSC-LAES work that may be of interest to SA3-LI.  PTSC-LAES met jointly with the ATIS WTSC-LI Subcommittee via virtual meeting and conference call facilities on April 26, 2012 to address correspondence from the ATIS Cloud Services Forum.  This report provides a summary of that meeting.

ATIS Cloud Services Forum
The ATIS Cloud Services Forum (CSF) is undertaking work on Virtual Desktop Requirements.  The requirements specify that data be sent through public telecommunications networks.  These communications will therefore be subject to LI, and the CSF requested the advice of both the PTSC-LAES and WTSC-LI Subcommittees on the impacts of LI on the Virtual Desktop services as well as to how to incorporate this LI functionality into any future versions of the Virtual Desktop specifications.

The CSF is also undertaking work on Version 2 of their Telepresence specification, and requested input on LI in regards to the published specification (ATIS-0200005, Cloud Framework for Telepresence Service).

The CSF also requested input on opportunities to identify an LI function “as a reusable service enabler” for other Cloud services.

Joint PTSC-LAES/WTSC-LI/CSF Study on LI for Cloud Services
In response to the requests from the CSF, the FBI/CIU proposed a joint PTSC-LAES / WTSC-LI / CSF study of LI for Cloud services.  There was agreement on the following points:

1.
All three groups should work together on the study.

2.
The work should be done in joint meetings, not in individual group meetings.

3.
All Cloud services (not just those that are communications services) will need to be studied in order to classify them.
4.
ATIS could handle the Issue (i.e., Work Item) and subsequent contributions being among three committees, although it might be easier if one committee was the focal point.
5.
A way should be found to coordinate this work with similar work in other standards bodies.
The FBI/CIU took the assignment to draft an Issue Statement and to circulate it via the PTSC-LAES and WTSC-LI reflector lists.
This Issue is intended to be led by the PTSC-LAES Subcommittee.
A response was sent to the CSF by the PTSC and WTSC Committees indicating that:

a.
further study of cloud services and the LI implications is needed;

b.
providing LI guidance specific to the Virtual Desktop Requirements and Cloud Framework for Telepresence Services will require more time; and
b.
a study should get underway that ideally would include the CSF and would be executed without the delays of formal liaisons between the groups.
