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Abstract of the contribution: This document discusses the creation of conference event to determine whether something is missed in the LI specifications.  
Introduction
The 3GPP LI specifications (TS 33.107 and TS 33.108) define events to notify the LEMF in the event a target is already on a communication when a new lawful interception is activated on that target. The 3GPP LI specifications do not clearly address the case of activation of multiple intercepts. A series of CRs were generated to address the activation of multiple intercepts. 

This paper discusses the case of Creation of Conference event that triggers the DF2 to send a Conference Service Creation REPORT to the LEMF.    As specified in the TS 33.107, the Creation of Conference event is generated for the following trigger conditions: 

· When a target requests that a conference be created

· When a target successfully provisions a conference

The question that now arises is what if an interception activated on a conference that has already been created. 
Discussion

The 3GPP TS 33.107 specifies that the event Start of Intercept with Conference Active is sent when an interception is activated on-going conference on one of the conferees or on the Conference-Id itself. This basically means that if an interception is activated (i.e. provisioned) on a conferee who is already on a conferene call or the interception is activated on the Conference-Id itself, then the indicated event is sent. The DF2 sends (as specified in TS 33.108) Start of Intercept with Conference Active BEGIN record to the LEMF.  
The TS 33.108 also specifies that a Conference Service Creation REPORT is generated when the target creates a conference successfully.  By “creation”, it is presumed that TS 33.108 is referring to the provisioning of a conference or something, similar.  

Just like the case of Start of Intercept with Conference Active, should there be an event if an intercept is activated on a user who has already created a conference – but not in the conference call yet!? Or, if the interception is activated on a conference (i.e. target = conference ID) that has already been created. 

For example: 

Mr. Criminal (i.e. already a target) sets up a conference for a future time. It is presumed that a Conference Service Creation REPORT record is sent to the corresponding LEMF at that point. Now, due to a new warrant (LEMF#2), another intercept is activated on the same Mr. Criminal. Should there be a Conference Service Creation REPORT record be sent to the LEMF#2? If YES, should it be named differently, e.g. Conference Service Already Created?

On the same token, what if Mr. Innocent (i.e. not a target) has created a conference, and a warrant is issued on Mr. Innocent who becomes Mr. Criminal? Should there be a Conference Service Creation REPORT record or (under the new name) Conference Service Already Created REPORT be sent? If it is not required, one could question the reason for sending the Conference Service Creation REPORT record when a target creates a conference. 
This paper is not recommending to add any new functions or events. Just pointing out from a logical perspective something may have missed in the earlier thinking.    

Summary and Conclusion

1. Discuss the topic and determine whether Conferene Service Already Created REPORT record is to be defined. 

2. Discuss the feasibility of sending such a REPORT record, in case, answer to the above point is affirmative. 
3. Note that the Conference Service Creation REPORT record does not apply to target-initiated ad-hoc conference calls. It may apply to “meet-me” type of conferences. 
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
