The Group Communication (GC) Service is only applicable to LTE/EPC as defined in TS 23.468 [X]. In order to allow MBS to interwork with LTE eMBMS system, the MBSF/MBSTF also need to support MB2-C and MB2-U interfaces. The GCS AS can invoke the MB2-C and MB2-U interface to MBSF/MBSTF as defined in clause 5.2 of TS 23.247 [5]. The MBSF and MBSTF take the role of BM-SC for LTE eMBMS. 
When FEC is requested via the MB2-C from GCS AS to MBSF, the MBSF may configure the AL-FEC for the downlink data packets which is up to implementation.
