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1. Overall Description:

SA4 would like to thank SA1 and OMA BAC for their work so far in this area.

SA4 understand from the CR agreed to 22.233 that work in the area of PSS server side interoperability will be progressed in the 3GPP. SA4 have begun to discuss this work during SA4 #39 and have the following questions and comments.

We have been considering the question of specifying both ‘simple’ and ‘complex’ methods for handling live streams in 3GPP networks. Historically, as you are aware, these interfaces have been out of scope for 3GPP; indeed, a 'PSS Encoder' is not a defined entity in our current specifications.

A simple protocol that satisfies basic needs can be readily defined in release 7. The simple protocols we envisage would leverage existing server-client protocols. It is expected that a simple protocol will satisfy the requirements of operators and content distributors when combined with existing reliability and redundancy features.

A complex protocol could be defined within release 8 timescales. Additional features such as resiliency, redundancy, multicast or network management may be included in the specification.

We would like some guidance on the scope of our work, and its possible staging across release 7 and release 8.

*Is it acceptable to SA1 to include this work in release 7?

*Is there value in a specification for the ‘complex’ work?

*Is it acceptable to SA1 to include this work in release 8?
