Getting Around
Seattle Public Transportation

Seattle has an excellent bus system with many routes running into the early morning.  From Downtown Bell street all the way to Pioneer Square is a Ride Free Zone and the cost of other destinations outside the zone is only $1.25 or $1.50 depending on the time of day.

Airport Transportation

SeaTac airport is approximately 13 miles from Real, and a cab or towncar ride from RealNetworks to SeaTac will cost you between $35-45.  Airport Shuttles are less expensive, but take 3-4 times longer.

Do You Need a Rental Car?

The answer totally depends on your plans. If you are staying downtown and don't plan to go out of downtown, you don't really need a car to get around other than getting to/from the airport.
