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1. Overall Description:

CT4 thanks SA2 for their LS on Differentiation of LTE-M (eMTC) traffic from other LTE data traffic. 
CT4 confirms that it is possible to specify a new RAT-Type value for LTE-M for the Core Network internal interfaces under CT4 remit. 

For the GTP-C interfaces, backward compatibility requires the MME to signal a new RAT Type value only to EPC entities (MME, SGW and PGW) known to support such new value, as otherwise the PDN connection establishment procedure could fail.
The solution assumes PLMN wide homogenous support (MME, SGW, PGW) of the new LTE-M RAT-
Type value. For Home-Routed scenarios, the legacy EUTRA RAT-Type would be sent to the PGW, unless the HPLMN asked as part of roaming agreement to send the LTE-M RAT type value. 
Besides, CT4 would also like to ask whether the Access Restriction Data in the user subscription would need to be enhanced to allow restricting access to LTE-M.
