The possible solution EAS application context transfer charging is illustrated in the Figure 7.3.4.6-1.
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Figure 7.3.4.6-1: Charging for EAS application context transfer
1.
The EEC sends the Application Context Relocation request (see TS 23.558 [4]) to the S-EES.

1ch-a)
Charging Data Request: The S-EES generates charging data related to the Application Context Relocation request and sends the charging data request to the CHF for quota request and CDR opening purpose.
1ch-b)
Create CDR: the CHF stores received information, conducts the account, rating and reservation controland opens a CDR related to the Application Context Relocation procedure.

1ch-c)
Charging Data Response: The CHF informs the S-EES on the result of the request.
2.
If the quota request was granted, the S-EES sends Application Context Relocation Notify (see TS 23.558 [4]) to the S-EAS.

3.
The S-EAS sends Application Context Relocation Complete (see TS 23.558 [4]) to the S-EES.

4.
The S-EES sends Application Context Relocation Complete (see TS 23.558 [4]) to the EEC.
4ch-a)
Charging Data Request [Event]: The S-EES generates charging data related to the Application Context Relocation Complete and sends the charging data request to the CHF for CDR  closing purpose.
4ch-b)
Update and close CDR: the CHF stores received information and closes the CDR related to the Application Context Relocation procedure.
