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Overall description
3GPP SA5 is now working on definition of Intent driven Management Service. The study work is finished, which has identified: definition, concept of intent and intent driven management; several scenarios and potential requirements related to different intent user types, which can reduce the management complexity; standard consideration for Intent driven MnS which include intent driven related operation and/or notification and Intent Expression, etc. 
The normative work in Rel-17 is ongoing and the output will be captured in TS 28.312.
