Rationale

1. For WI SP-200464 New WID on autonomous network levels [1] several objectives are not yet started in TS 28.100 [2]. 

2. Lots of requirements are specified but no solution is specified (yet).
3. 3GPP are specifying interfaces (to accommodate multi vendor systems taking a black box approach).

4. Several of the objectives in the WID [1] are still not reflected in any solution:
Yellow highlighting means parts not (yet) covered in the TS [2].
a. "Specify the concept of autonomous network levels, typical management use cases which operators could benefit from network autonomy. "
b. "Identify the important data and data collection policy for NG-RAN and 5GC (includes NWDAF information) and requirements on management analytics capabilities to support various autonomous network levels."
c. "Identify the information exchange within the management systems to support various autonomous network levels."
5. It is not clear on how the specified requirements will affect the management or traffic interfaces, where management interfaces are service based between a service consumer and a service producer. 

6. Offline promises have been done several times to fulfil the items 2, 4 and 5 above.

7. Up to clause 6 the definition of ANL is sufficiently similar to definitions in other organisations. However, the rest of the clauses are not describing ANL for the network itself, but for individual functions in a 3GPP network. So, the requirement classification is per function and not for the entire network, which means that it is not the levels for the network itself (which is ANL) that is specified.
8. To be able to send the TS 28.100 to SA for approval, it needs to be consistent and solutions need to be provided in specifications listed in the WID [1].

9. Also, the TR 28.810 [3] does not propose any solution in 3GPP documentation.
10. It is insufficient to have requirements specified without having any solution to them. It certainly does not help vendors and it is not understood how it helps operators.

Detailed proposal

Endorse the following proposals:
· Specify that the scope is for concpets for autonomous networks, ANL and that use cases, requirements and solutions are for levels of autonomous functions in a 3GPP network.
· Start working on solutions for specified requirements before adding more requirements.

· Remove all requirements that do not have solutions related to ANL in 28.100 [2], 28.533 [4], 28.313 [5], 28.535 [6], 28.312 [7] and/or 28.541 [8] (the TSs specified in the WID [2]) before 28.100 [1] is made public.
