Opening plenary CC discussion 23 Aug.:

· Mirko announced, as earlier emailed, that we had one candidate for each leadership position. So they are elected by acclamation.
· The leaders thanked everyone for the trust and promised to work hard for SA5 the coming two years.
· The CH SWG chair also needs to propose a CH SWG vice chair, and will come back with this proposal latest to the closing SA5 plenary.
· Questions about the calendar:

· Hybrid meetings? Chair: I have suggested this to the SA chair as one aspect to consider for the PCG group working on guidelines for coming back to f2f meetings (result expected in October).
· ETSI meetings: EF3 has already announced that the conference rooms booked for SA5 in January are checked to be covid safe, and they started booking meetings from Oct. this year.
· DT: What about the Rel-17 stage 1 time plan?

· VC: This was earlier discussed in SA5#136e, and it was agreed that our stage 1 is later than the official 3GPP (SA1) Stage 1.
· DT on slide 7: I miss management of services.

· VC: This is just a very initial list. We can add more when agreed.
· M: Slide 3, the alignment between the two figures, can it be improved? VC: Can try

· M: Slide 4, CH info is missing. We can propose some additions

· M: Slide 5, CH is missing. VC: We can remove slide 5.
· I: What level of detail will this have:

· Chair & VC: High level, we only have about 10 minutes to present it in the SA workshop

· I: Will other topics be allowed to be proposed for new WID/SIDs after this meeting:
· NEC: Slide 4, Are we optimistic to keep these time plans?

· NEC: Should any agreed WID/SIDs also be listed in this slide set? VC&chair: Yes, everything that we agree for Rel-18.

OAM 6.2:
· Chair proposed to use S5-214507, S5-214362 as a base for a general discussion. All topics are welcome to propose and discuss.
· S: We should not be restricted by this list.
· VC: The intention is not to update this document, but to update 4507.
· NEC: It would have been better to start with slide 3 empty, if you want to make it generic.

· Chair: We can probably note 4362, and work on an agreed update of 4507 using 4362 and any other proposals as input.

· E: Input from SA should also be considered, not only RAN. 

· VC: Yes, when we have something from SA. For now we only had info from the completed RAN workshop.

· E: The format that is proposed here seems OK. It would be good to have more than the titles in the 4507 slides.

· CMCC: If we take 362 as start, I want to know how to treat the other 6.2 tdocs like WID/SIDs proposed. E.g. should we have some priorities? 
· Or we just list discussed or agreed WID/SIDs?
· Chair: the other 6.2 tdocs like WID/SIDs have to be discussed in the respective threads, as informed in the OAM CC agenda.
· VC: Maybe we can use the first 3 days to discuss each tdoc in 6.2, and then start to fill in the different topics that may seem agreeable in 507, Or we fill 507 after the meeting by email approval when we know what has been agreed.

· VC: Maybe 507 can also show what has been discussed, not only the agreed WID/SIDs?
· DT: We should also consider SA2 input, and decide which groups are most important to follow. Should we even focus only on SA? Should we contact some groups directly to get feedback earlier?
· Chair: All WGs are starting Rel-18 planning now so it is probably difficult to get any input from them now. But if we start before the end of this year, we should have good possibilities to influence e.g. SA2 as their stage 2 freeze date should be some time next year.

· N: I am a bit concerned about including discussed and not agreed WID/SIDs in the Rel-18 planning presentation. It may be damaging to present that to SA.

· O: It was not clear from the previous message from the leaders if you asked for only ideas for Rel-18 or also SID/SIDs?
· O: If some WID/SIDs would be agreed at this meeting and approved by SA, would we then allocate time for them already at the next SA5 meeting?
· E: Is it true that the SA chair has stated that SA is not going to approve any Rel-18 WID/SIDs in September? If so, I don’t see any reason to agree and WID/SIDs at this SA5 meeting.
· Chair: We can clarify this with the SA chair.
· E: All Rel-18 WID/SID proposals are very welcome for discussion on Rel-18 items.

· I: Important question raised by Ericsson. Our understanding is that the Sept. SA plenary could accept approving new WID/SIDs.

· I: Why not combine these two documents to a single one? Or just list the agreed WID/SID topics.
· VC & Chair: We propose to discuss all WID/SIDs in the threads, and take a general discussion for one hour on Thursday.

· N: We earlier had agreed that we should not start with Rel-18 proposals before SA5#139e, so it was surprising that there are many such WID/SID proposals. This gives some punishment to the companies following the earlier agreement. So I propose that we focus on some high-level areas that we want to work on.
· VC: Yes, please propose any such areas as input to the 507 thread.

· S: If we don’t provide any input to SA workshop, it will not be a good message from SA5. So I propose that we put all the submitted proposals under email discussion, then we discuss area proposals on Thursday based on what has been submitted to this meeting.
· VC&Chair: Let’s try to be a bit more open to ideas for discussion this time.
· O: Why not trying to agree firstly on which topics have to be addressed in Rel-18 by SA5? A second step could be to decide on WIs/ SIs. There is not necessarily a 1-to-1 correspondence between one topic and one WI/SI, though this is what we have now on the table. I think it's also Olaf's proposal.

· It was noted that this discussion is in agenda 5.2 and should be on SA5 level, and the SA5 exploder to cover both OAM and CH.
· Zou Lan sumarised the updates in rev4

· N: When you say aligned with 3GPP time plan, what does it mean? Reply: SA is supposed to have some discussion in the September workshop and with RAN.
· Chair: The SA chair has informed that SA does not have a general “ban” to disapprove Rel-18 WID/SIDs in September; they can be allowed if the WG agreed them. It is just that the collection of all Rel-18 WID/SIDs from all WGs is expected to be approved in December.
· N: Understood; and therefore there is no general 3GPP time plan to start Rel-18 work right now. Nokia believes it is too early to start new Rel-18 WI/SI now given the Rel-17 workload.
· VC: SA5 is doing both stage 1/2/3 and SA1 is supposed to be ready with stage 1 in December. Therefore it should be possible for SA5 to start stage 1 work now, to align with SA1.

· N: Do you mean we should have started our stage 1 work for R18 one year ago together with SA1? We should not move resources to Rel-18 work until the most critical work in Rel-17 is ready.
· Chair: I think SA1 is a bit special, as they start much earlier than other groups and don’t specify any solutions. They even have some mgmt requirements included in their specs, so it may be enough that our company delegates in SA1 check that the mgmt aspects are covered well enough in SA1. Most important for SA5 is probably to align with SA2 and other groups that develop solutions.
· I: We have many Rel-17 topics that need to be completed. So the meeting priorities should be on Rel-17 work and we should be very careful with starting Rel-18 work now. But I also think that we need to look at the overall situation and what is going on in other WGs and SDOs. Some topics can be discussed case by case, but for the topics related to other WGs, it would put SA5 in a bad situation if we start too late.

· E: Agree with what has been said before. E.g. if we start stage 1 when SA1 starts, should we also stop stage 1 when SA1 stops? It is more important to be aligned with SA2 and RAN groups. I think it is more important to agree on which Rel-18 areas are important, instead of approving any WID/SIDs now. We have an all time high workload in Rel-17. And I don’t think any company wants to give up work they started in Rel-17 to give priority to Rel-18 work. So at least wait with Rel-18 until the Rel-17 workload has decreased a bit. All doesn’t need to be finished but at least quite much.

· VC: We all understand the situation but we need to have a concrete plan. I think we need to separate the discussion of the input to the SA Rel-18 workshop presentation (these slides) and the actual WID/SID approval.
· NEC: Concur with previous speakers but it is a difficult situation. Should we learn from past experience and show which areas we intend to work on. So maybe we should not submit 20 WID/SIDs to SA in September, but at least a few. SA2 also has some discussions, and it seems that they will propose some WIDs to SA#92. Also some RAN groups have a similar situation.

· I: When looking at other WGs, many people only look at SA2. But we should not only look at SA2. Other groups are also relevant, like SA1. If we don’t act early enough, some WGs like SA6 may come up with solutions that enter into the management domain. So we don’t want to see that there are features with mgmt solutions in other WGs, or no mgmt solutions at all. So I hope that we can treat the Rel-18 WID/SIDs case by case and see if some of  them are urgent to approve already now. But it should only be a few.
· CMCC: From operator’s perspective, we think SA5 is best to focus on management systems, and it is closest to the network operator. The workload is very high in SA5 because it is very important so we get more and more contributions. So in this situation it’s not good to slow down SA5 because of the workload. Better to increase the resources, e.g. with more delegates to support more work items. We should not give up new technology because of workload. If we start too late, other groups may take over more and more of our work.
· CMCC: Additionally: SA2 meeting yesterday did not approve and WID/SIDs, but they endorsed a paper with some initial areas that they should work on, This may be good input to us. We can guarantee the value of the output of the Rel-17 work and then discuss Rel-18. 
· DT: We should focus on several groups not only on SA2 what Intel mentioned. I see also SA1, SA6, the RAN groups we have consider because they run in a lot of management related topics where we have to mentioned there that is our working field. In addition, we have to find a compromise between our "own" SA5 targets and the support for the other groups. 
· Moving on with concrete comments on the slides…

· VC proposed to remove slide 5 and 6.
· E: Suggest to clarify slide 7 re: relation to other WGs.

· NEC: Should slide 7 be based on agreed WIDs or general discussion?
· Chair: Good question; I think we need to be clear on what has been discussed and what has been agreed. Maybe merge slide 7 with slide 12, to only show the areas and topics that we have agreed to work on? We could also have a separate slide for any agreed WID/SIDs.
