Use case #1X: The QoS flow level triggers setting 
This use case focuses on visited MNO and home MNO business roles.

A home MNO have a roaming agreement with the visted MNO which allows it to set triggers for QBC in the V-SMF using the roaming charging profile.The QBC triggers mechanism is specified in the clause 5.2.1.6 ands roaming charging profile in clause 5.2.17. The QBC includes triggers associated to bo. th PDU session and QoS Flow within the PDU session. The home MNO would like to have the possibility for
-
roaming home routed scenario control the triggers for the QBC in V-SMF, and both FBC and QBC in H-SMF
-
roaming local breakout scenario control the triggers for both FBC and QBC in V-SMF.
The current specification for trigger setting could be interpreted in two ways either the trigger is set individually for each QFI or the is trigger set for all QFIs. The specification is also unclear of the how the PDU session level triggers are handled when both FBC and QBC are used at the same time.
