3	JustificationIntent management is a way to raise the abstraction level of the input to resources making them more autonomous. The consumer expresses what characteristics is wanted, and the producer takes care of which resources that are needed and to assure that the wanted characteristics are fulfilled.
The existing Network Slicing configuration feature is expressing what characteristics are wanted for the NetworkSlice and NetworkSliceSubnet resources. However, the fulfilment is decoupled from the configuration feature. So introducing intents for Network Slicing is taking yet another step towards zero touch and autonomous networks.
The study on intent-driven management for network slicing investigated the possibility of specifying an alternative solution for network slice management fully based on intent-driven management. 
The study included potential mapping of slice management concepts, use cases and operations to intent-driven management concepts, use cases and operations both for provisioning and assurance scenarios. This work item is aimed for normative work of Intent driven management for Network slicing usecases.
