Quota management

The quota management functionality is supported in Network Slice Admission Control converged charging, to allow controlling number of simultaneous UEs and/or PDU sessions per S-NSSAI. There is a difference between quota that can be consumed e.g., seconds, bytes, and quota for NSACF charging that is temporary allocated number of simultaneous UEs and/or PDU sessions per S-NSSAI. 
The NSACF can request to allocate the number of UEs and/or PDU sessions per S-NSSAI in the "Allocate Unit" of Charging Data Request. The new threshold can be allocated by CHF in the "Allocated Unit" of Charging Data Response.
The NSACF is configured with maximum numbers for simultaneous UEs and PDU sessions per S-NSSAI, referred-to as "NSACF max number of UEs" and "NSACF max number of PDU sessions" respectively. The CHF can, based on internal criteria, have its own maximum numbers, referred-to as "CCS max number of UEs" and "CCS max number of PDU sessions" respectively.

If the NASCF request to allocate units more than the "NSACF max number of UEs or PDU sessions", CHF can provide the allocated units based on the "CCS max number of UEs or PDU sessions".
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
