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1 Overview

This contribution proposes to unify basic charging information, which is needed from all the applications in the 3GPP Release 5 networks for billing purposes. The different application servers could be introduced in such manner that the basic information part is always the same and only the application specific part differs.

2 Basic charging information principles


It would be very useful if the 32.235 could include the frame for needed charging information from all the applications for billing purposes. If it were possible to specify the common part for the application servers and a clear and minimum frame for the server specific data, introducing new charging information generating servers would become easier. In that way different servers could be integrated to existing network more easily. The purpose is that the 32.235 will set certain charging requirements to different servers charging information.
3 Proposal

The following table contains a suggestion of parameters to be included in the charging information generated form all ASes:

Charging data from AS

	Parameter
	Description

	AS name
	Holds the name and address of the involved AS

	Application identifier
	Holds the addressed application ID

	Service Provider Id
	Identifies the provider who owns and charges about the service usage

	Calling Party Address (Public User ID)
	SIP URL, E.164  …

	Called Party Address (Public User ID)
	SIP URL, E.164 …

	Private User ID 
	The Network Access Identifier (NAI) is used here

	Application provided Called Party Address
	The called party is determined by an application (SIP URL, E.164)

	Correlation Identifier
	Correlation Identifiers are required to correlate

· within a session 

· with an application

	Extensions
