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1 Introduction

This contribution brings up the business aspect of using the Stage 2 and Stage 3 solution of the Generic User Profile as an IS and Solution Set for the Subscription Management Interface IRP.

2 Proposal

GUP Rp interface definition is accepted as a solution for SuM Interface IRP (IS and SS)

3 Why applying GUP Rp on SuM 

· Systems implementing  GUP for user profile access will be affected by SuM. 

· The role of different WEB Services and technologies will be strongly increased with future non-telecom networks. The selected GUP technologies i.e. the W3C XML Schema for SuM data definition and HTTP/SOAP protocols for the data transmission will facilitate integration to those Web Services and  technologies.

· Since systems operating or initiating SuM operations mainly are of type IT-equipments, SOAP/XML is a well accepted interoperability interface for those systems.  

· SuM is a new Interface IRP and so far has no SS defined. Therefore selection of any new SS such as GUP would be the first SS, and not competing with any existing SS for SuM.

· Inter-working needs between different Network operators, Service Provides and 3rd parties will be increased in future. The generic GUP Architecture with standardised access control and security mechanisms enables flexible SuM implementations and utilisation of the SuM data by different organisations (applications).
