Detailed proposal
Proposed LS text:
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3GPP SA5 would like to thank the BBF for the excellent spirit of collaboration over the last months for the production of the specification TR196 Femto Access Point Service Data Model.

3GPP SA5 started Release 9 work items for the enhancements of HNB OAM and the definition of HeNB OAM. 

SA5 objectives are to maintain the data model definition in the BBF based on 3GPP SA5 requirements. SA5 intends to work with all 3GPP TSGs to serve as a focal point to BBF for further HNB and HeNB datamodel definition.

An operational concern expressed by SA5 members is the possibility of changes to ongoing HNB and HeNB specifications based on direct BBF member contributions in BBF meetings which have not been ratified by SA5. The rationale to this concern is that any changes without SA5 knowledge may result in divergence from 3GPP requirements and technical direction.

In order to address this concern we kindly request the BBF to review and evaluate a proposal for a working arrangement between the BBF and 3GPP SA5 pertaining HNB and HeNB OAM aspects.

The proposed working arrangement consists of the following: 

· When proposals are submitted as BBF member contributions into BBF meetings which may result in changes to the data model specification for HNB or HeNB, the BBF should document the submission per the normal BBF process;

· The submission should be sent to 3GPP SA5 in a liaison or presented during joint meetings with 3GPP SA5;

· SA5 will review and evaluate the submission based on its technical merits and compliance with SA5 requirements and respond back to BBF in liaison indicating the results of the SA5 evaluation;

· If the evaluation result is negative, BBF should reject the submission;

· If the evaluation result is positive, BBF should consider the submission and if reaching consensus, BBF should implement the modifications on specification(s).

SA5 plans to make a normative reference in its ongoing specifications to the BBF data model specifications.
In order to ensure accuracy between our requirements and the ongoing data model work, we would like to request that tracking information be maintained and made available to 3GPP SA5 by the editor of the BBF data model. The tracking information will map the data model parameters to 3GPP SA5 requirements or information model as necessary.
We wish to thank you again for the excellent spirit of cooperation you demonstrated over the last months and express our confidence in the future success for our collaboration on HNB and HeNB.
