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1. Overall Description:

During SA6#35 meeting SA6 approved S6-200343 that defines Service provisioning procedures between the Edge Configuration Server and the Edge Enabler Client. As part of the Provisioning response, the Edge Configuration Server shall provision the Edge Enabler Client with "EDN connection info" that includes a DNN (or APN). 

During SA6#36-BIS-e meeting, it was recognized that provisioning "DNN" to Edge Enabler Client may potentially create a conflict with the "DNN selection" Route selection component provisioned to or configured at the UE as part of URSP rules.
SA6 is aware that provisioning or configuration of URSP rules is optional by SA2 and CT1 specifications. 
TS 23.503 states: "The ANDSP and URSP may be pre-configured in the UE or may be provisioned to UE from PCF." 
SA6 thinks it’s necessary to provision the Edge Enabler Client with Data Network Connectivity information in case URSP rules are not configured or provisioned, however SA6 is seeking advice from SA2 how to handle the scenario when parameters provisioned by Edge Configuration Server create a conflict with URSP rules.
