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2. Reason for Change
Currently we allow two different ways to deploy applications in the UE, one there each Application Client has its own Edge Enabler Client which allows distribution of the combined Application Client and Edge Enabler Client into exist smart phones. The other way is when the smart phone OS and the modem in the UE is upgraded to the new functionality to include the Edge Enabler Client. When the Application Client and Edge Enabler Client is combined then each Edge Enabler Client in the UE has its own identity. The Edge Enabler Server needs to distinguish between the different Edge Enabler Clients in the same UE. 
3. Conclusions

To allow the Edge Enabler Server to distinguish between the different Edge Enabler Clients in the same UE then the EEC ID must be mandatory and therefore the Editor’s Note to study if the EEC ID is mandatory should be removed.

It is proposed to agree the following changes to 3GPP TS 23.558 1.0.0
