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1. Introduction
With multiple procedures for detecting and executing application context relocation, there is a need to determine methods and entities which can deduplicate multiple concurrent application context relocation requests.

This paper proposes a new subclause in section 8.8 (Service Continuity) which defines methods at certain entities to suppress subsequent application context relocation requests.

2. Reason for Change
There is a need to determine methods and entities which can deduplicate multiple concurrent application context relocation requests. In the absence of such methods, there may be unpredictable behaviour during application context relocation and there may be undesirable delays in performing or cleaning up after application context relocation.
3. Proposal

It is proposed to agree the following changes to 3GPP TS 23.558 v.1.0.0.

Deduplication of application context relocation
8.8.6.1
S-EAS deduplication of application context relocation
After a S-EAS has either received a prompt or has self-determined the transfer of the application context for a particular AC, if the S-EAS receives subsequent prompts or self-determines to transfer the application context for a particular AC then the S-EAS shall ignore these requests.
8.8.6.2
S-EES deduplication of application context relocation
After a S-EES has requested the S-EAS to perform the transfer of the application context for a particular AC, if the S-EES receives subsequent prompts or self-determines to transfer the application context for a particular AC then the S-EES shall not send further requests to the S-EAS.
