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1. Introduction
The contribution aims to close the following EN in clause 7.3.3.4:
Editor's Note:
For deployments using local DNs other than LADNs, the EDN service area is for further study.
2. Reason for Change
As described in clause 7.3.3.1, “service areas” are used to allow only the UEs within specific areas to access Edge Computing service. When this definition is applied to “EDN service area”, it is specified as an area from which the access to the EDN is allowed. ECSPs can use LADNs to limit the EDN service area.

For deployments using local DNs other than LADNs, it is proposed that EDN is globally accessible. Otherwise (i.e. when such a local DN has a certain EDN service area), there should be a scheme to check whether UE is inside the EDN service area when the UE requests PDU session establishment to the local DN and only when it's for the usage of Edge Computing service (as is done by AMF and SMF in LADN case), which may have a quite impact on the existing specification without clear benefit.
In addition, the original text references Annex A.2.3 for the deployment option to use LADN, which should be corrected to Annex A.2.4.
3. Conclusions

Edge Data Network service area is defined as a service area from which the access to the EDN is allowed (when using LADNs). In a deployment using DNs other than LADNs, the EDN is globally accessible.
4. Proposal

It is proposed to agree the following changes to 3GPP TS 23.558 v1.2.0.

Edge Data Network service area

A service area from which the access to the EDN is allowed. ECSPs can use LADNs, as described in Annex A.2.4 of this document, to deploy EDNs with access restricted from specific areas. When an EDN is deployed using LADN, the EDN service area is same as the LADN service area and rules specified for LADN apply to the UE, as specified in 3GPP TS 23.501 [2]. The 'service area' in this context is a Topological Service Area.
In a deployment using DNs other than LADNs, the EDN is globally accessible.
