The architecture requirements and UE definitions (in clause 8) will be considered as the basis for technical specification with necessary enhancements and additions;
2)
The solution (in Solution 8) for UE identifier will be used as the baseline solution for technical specification with necessary enhancements;
3)
The message reply from a Legacy 3GPP UE or Non-3GPP UE to a 5GMSGS UE in Solution 15 will be used as the baseline solution for technical specification with necessary enhancements.
4)
The solution (in Solution 18) for interconnection will be used as the baseline solution for technical specification with necessary enhancements;
5)
The solution 19 and solution 23 for MSGin5G Server to interact with Application Server will be used as the baseline solution for technical specification with necessary enhancements.
6)
As solution 13, if MSGin5G Server/Client receives a message payload from Application Server/Client and the message payload size exceeds the maximum allowed packet size (e.g. due to limitation by the UE's access network transport), the MSGin5G Server/Client should perform the message segmentation and re-assembly.
