This contribution proposes a procedure to update user consent prior to service API invocation.

Clause 6.3.1.2 of TR 23.700-95 describes the procedure to obtain user consent upon API invocation. Beside this, it is also useful for the resource owner to be able to update the user consent anytime, regardless of the timing of the API invocation.

Updating user consent
The resource owner may sends update user consent request to the API exposing function. This update request can be sent anytime to allow or deny future API invocation. When the API exposing function receives the update user consent request, the API exposing function stores the updated user consent information.
NOTE 1:
Update user consent request can be sent along with the resource owner registration, if the resource owner registration is handled by the API exposing function.

NOTE 2:
The detailed procedure to update the user consent will be specified in SA3.
