7.11.2.2.1 EASs to invoke MEC services API using CAPIF

Pre-conditions:

1. The EAS has completed the EAS registration with the EES.

2. The MEC Apps have completed the services registration with the MEC platform.

The MEC services (AMF) registers its API provider domain functions to the MEC platform (CCF) via CAPIF-3.

2.
The MEC App and MEP(APF) publishes its exposing Service API(s) to the MEC platform (CCF) via CAPIF-4.

3.   The MEC platform (CCF) and EES (CCF) inter-operate with each other via CAPIF-6 for interconnection operations for publication and discovery of Service APIs managed by each other.
4.
The EAS (API invoker) performs onboarding process with the EES (CCF) via CAPIF-1.
5.
The EAS (API invoker) discovers from the EES (CCF) a Service API required to run via CAPIF-1.

6.   The EAS (API invoker) discovers from the MEP (CCF) a Service API required to run via CAPIF-1.
7.
The EAS (API invoker) invokes the Service API provided by MEP and MEC App (AEF) via CAPIF-2 as discovered from the MEP (CCF).

8. 
The EAS (API invoker) subscribes to notifications of any updates of target Service APIs on the MEP (CCF) via CAPIF-1.
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
