1	Overall description
[bookmark: _Hlk46758011]SA6 thanks CT1 for their LS in S6-220044 (C1-220854). SA6 has discussed the use of ECS Provider ID and concluded that currently the UE(EEC) has no means to identify the ECS provider associated with ECS address (especially for an ECS IPv4 address or ECS IPv6 address). 
Thus, an ECS Provider ID must be always included in the ECS Address Configuration Information such that the UE (EEC) can identify the ECS provider that each address corresponds to. CR 0076 was agreed which aligns stage-2 specifications as per clause 6.5.2 of TS 23.548.
With the agreed changes the same PDU session can be used by multiple ECS providers, and the UE (EEC) can identify the ECS provider associated with each provisioned ECS Address, as per SA2 specs. The agreed change also enables provisioning of ECS Address Configuration information corresponding to multiple different ECS providers e.g., multiple AFs may configure 5GC with AF provided ECS Address Configuration Information.
