Whether a general AC subscription-notification to all EEC services or individual subscriptions for each EEC service or both is required FFS.
2. Reason for Change

No advantage of splitting the subscription into multiple subscriptions was identified.
On the contrary, there are several downsides of defining individual subscriptions corresponding to each EDGE-1 service -

-
Multiple subscription IDs will have to managed by both EEC and AC;

-
Excessive resource wastage: Both the EEC and AC will have to maintain multiple ‘lifetime’ timers, one for each subscription; where each timer will eat CPU cycles and battery.
-
As new EDGE-1 services are added in Rel-18 and future, new individual subscriptions will have to be added over EDGE-5, further aggravating these problems.

3. Proposal

It is proposed to agree the following changes to 3GPP TR 23.700-98 v1.1.1.
