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The EEC can be notified with the real time information updates related to edge computing service by EES and ECS over EDGE-1 and EDGE-4, respectively. The notification services available to the EEC (i.e., service provisioning notification, EAS discovery notification, ACR information notification) leverage the notification mechanism specified in this clause.
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Figure 8.X.2-1 below illustrates the procedure for EEC receiving edge computing service notifications in real time from EES/ECS via the SEAL notification management service specified in 3GPP TS 23.434 [13].


Figure 8.X.2-1: EEC receiving notifications via SEAL notification management service
1.	The EEC requests the notification management client to receive notifications from the EES/ECS.
2.	Notification channel is assigned as specified in steps 2 to 5 of clause 7.3.3 in 3GPP TS 23.434 [13].
3.	EEC receives the status of its request made in step 1 to receive notifications from the EES/ECS. It also includes the callback URL which needs to be used by the EEC client while subscribing to the EES/ECS for receiving notifications.
4.	The EEC subscribes to the EES/ECS for receiving notifications. This request includes the subscription data and the callback URL received in step 3.
5.	Upon occurring of the event at the EES/ECS, the notification message is generated for the subscription request from the EEC.
6.	The EES/ECS sends the notification message to the notification management server containing the notification data.
7.	Notification message is delivered to the notification management client as specified in step 10 of clause 7.3.3 in 3GPP TS 23.434 [13].
8.	The notification management client delivers the received notification message to the EEC.
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
