The QCI value 8 (as specified in 3GPP  TS  23.203  [8]) or better shall be used for the EPS bearer that transports HTTP-1 reference point messaging. If QCI value 8 is not used for HTTP-1 transport, then caution should be used that a higher priority bearer (that is used for signalling or media) is not compromised by combining HTTP-1 traffic on this bearer.
