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1	Overall description
SA6 would like to inform SA3 that we agreed on using RNAA (resource owner-aware northbound API access) instead of SNA (subscriber-aware northbound API access) in TS 23.222. This is because, as shown in the functional model in clause 6.2.3 of TS 23.222, the CAPIF system is aware of the resource owner (client) and the "resource owner" is a generic term which includes a subscriber and other varieries of users who can authorize the resource access. To ensure the consistency of the terminology between different 3GPP TSs, the term RNAA should be used instead of SNA in specifications of every 3GPP WG.
NOTE:	SNA, SNAAPP, or SNAAPPY may be used only as a work item name/acronym to keep the original one and show relationship with past work items.
