1. The EES sends Common EAS information store request message to the Central Repository. The request message includes EES ID, UE ID, UE location, EAS ID, EAS service area, EAS endpoint and Application Group ID.
2. Upon receiving the request, the the Central Repository checks if there is any stored EAS serving the application group for the EAS ID and capable of serving the UE (i.e. UE location is within the stored EAS service area). If no common EAS is identified, the Central Repository stores the received information for subsequent binding requests.
3. The Central Repository responds the EES with Common EAS information store response message. The Central Repository may reject the request with common EAS information identified in step 2 or accept the request.
