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1	Overall description
In Rel-18 SA6 implemented an EEC triggering service utilizing the Application Triggering feature (or Device Triggering) provided by the 3GPP core network via NEF or SCEF. The EEC triggering service  is specified by SA6 in 3GPP TS 23.558 clause 8.16 and can be used to initiate procedures over EDGE-1 or EDGE-4.
SA6 is discussing proposals to include optional information about the port number on which an EEC is to be triggered in requests provided to the network prior to triggering. This proposal supports usecases such as those of UEs hosting multiple EECs or EECs interacting with multiple EESs or ECSs and includes text such as:
“When the EEC triggering request includes port number, it may be validated by the ECS/EES based on local policies, and if the port number is determined invalid a corresponding failure response cause is provided in the […] response. Inclusion of the port number supports multi-EEC UEs and EECs communicating with multiple ECSs, with mitigation of port number conflict risk as described in 3GPP TS 23.040[x].”
