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1	Overall description
[bookmark: _Hlk148076031]In Rel-18 SA6 implemented an EEC triggering service utilizing the Application Triggering feature (or Device Triggering) provided by the 3GPP core network via NEF or SCEF as detailed in TS 23.68 clause 4.5.1. The EEC triggering service is specified by SA6 in 3GPP TS 23.558 clause 8.16 and can be used by the EES or ECS to trigger EEC to initiate procedures over EDGE-1 or EDGE-4.  
In order to provide support for UEs hosting multiple EECs and EECs interacting with multiple EESs or ECSs, SA6 is discussing a proposal as follows: 
EECs may optionally indicate a triggering port number to EES or ECS using EDGE-1 or EDGE-4 signalling respectively. The triggering port number is pre-configured with the EEC in accordance with 3GPP TS 23.040. How the triggering port number is pre-configured is out of scope of the SA6 specification.
In this context, SA6 asks CT1 whether the assumption that the solution outlined above is compatible with TS 23.040 is correct.
