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	Reason for change:
	In SA2#160, the CR addressing the MBS service area update issue was agreed in S2-2311901(R17 CR) and S2-2311276 (R18 mirror CR)
In the CR, SA2 concluded that:
· Case #1- TMGI allocation: NEF reject the request if cannot satisfy the service area request.
· Case #2 - MBS Session Creation without TMGI: NEF reject the request if cannot satisfy the service area request.
· Case #3 - MBS Session Creation with TMGI: MB-SMF partial accept the request, and provide non-supported MBS service area and indication for this condition;
· Case #4 - MBS Session Update: MB-SMF partial accept the request, and provide non-supported MBS service area and indication for this condition.  
So the behaviour of the MC service server to well handle the above response from the network needs to be defined in order to better make use of the MBS feature:
Case #1, #2 – The MC service sever needs to modify the service area, i.e., providing smaller service area, or using unicast delivery.
Case #3, #4 – The MC service server may try another new MBS session for the non-supported MBS service area. If still fails, use the unicast delivery. 

	
	

	Summary of change:
	Introduce the clause to describe how the MC service server behave when the MBS service area update with requested MBS service area is failed.

	The MC service server can not handle the MBS service area update failure correctly, and the MBS may not be used as much as impossible.

The MBS service area requested by the MC service server during the MBS session update procedure towards the 5G core network may be rejected or partially accepted, the MC service server may take different actions as follows:
-	If the MBS service area requested in the TMGI allocation or MBS Session Creation without TMGI procedure as specified in 3GPP TS 23.247 [15] is rejected, the MC service server may recheck the requested MBS service area and retry with a correct MBS service area. The MC service server may also determine to use the unicast delivery for the group communication in that area.
[bookmark: _GoBack]-	If the MBS service area requested in MBS Session Creation with TMGI or MBS Session Update procedure as specified 3GPP TS 23.247 [15] is partially accepted due to the requested MBS service area is beyond the service area of the serving MB-SMF, or the MBS is not deployed at the updated MBS service area, the MC service server, based on the non-supported MBS service area and the indication provided by the 5GC, may try another new MBS session with the non-supported MBS service area. If it still fails, the MC service server utilizes unicast PDU session for the group communication in that area.
