CES provides supporting functions needed for CASs. The CES is part of the EEL and it does not have service area restriction. CES facilitates service continuity between EAS and CAS. 
Functionalities of the CES are:
a)	providing access to network capability information (e.g. location information) to the CAS;
b)	facilitating setup of a data session between AC and CAS with a specific QoS; and
c)	supporting ACR related operations.
