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1	Overall description
[bookmark: _Hlk69931360]SA3 would like to thank RAN2 for their LS on UE location aspects in NTN.
[bookmark: _Hlk69931230]SA3 discussed the assumption of RAN2, and did not find any additional security issues caused by the UE sending location information to the gNB with an accuracy of a size equivalent to the typical TN cell size to the gNB. 
SA3 believes that allowing the UE to send unprotected location information will expose the UE to more risks than not sending it.
If a permanent ID (e.g. SUPI/IMSI) is sent together with the location information unprotected at initial access, SA3 is of the view that there could be a privacy issue.
However, SA3 believes that allowing the UE to send location information will expose the UE to more risks than not sending it. For example, an attacker may be able to combine location information and other information to identify or track the UE.
SA3 would also like to remind that the UE location information the network is relying on for AMF selection may not be reliable due to lack of integrity protection.
[bookmark: _GoBack]Therefore, SA3 does not recommends that the UE send any RAN2 defines a solution preventing the sending of unprotected UE related location information to the gNB before AS security is established. If not possible, RAN2 proposed solution could be acceptable for the time being.
