For the EAC issue under KI#2, it is concluded that no solution is required for the normative text. The following NOTE is recommended to be added for the EAC mode in the relevant specifications: 
NOTE1: The operator can set the thresholds for the EAC mode activation/de-activation accordingly in order to mitigate potential risk due to a potential burst of registration requests requesting the same slice.
