Rationale

In clause 4.2.4.1.1.2 of TS 33.117 it is stated that “The network product shall not send certain ICMP types by default, but it may support the option to enable utilization of these types (e.g. for debugging). This is marked as "Optional" in below table.” So the Echo Reply is marked as OPTIONAL to be sent, but it shall not be sent by default. However since the MnF is a management function that is used to monitor for example by collecting the status of network functions. A network function may need to make sure the MnF is alive, and the only way is to ping the MnF. If the network function does not receive the reply, it may drop the connection or try to connect to the MnF or another MnF again and again. So for some dployments, sending the echo reply by default may be critical to MnF products.
