Rationale

This contribution provides an addition to the conclusion. It has been agreed that the UDM can trigger a primary authentication but the UDM is not always in possession of the information to request such a triggering. For example, the AKMA function may be aware of a subscription that is using AKMA but for which no ‘recent’ primary authentication has been rum. In such a case, it is useful for a home operator to be allowed to have the AKMA function to trigger a primary authentication if the home operator so desires.

Conclusions





It is recommended to specify a new Home Network Triggered Authentication procedure for which the UDM is the central point that decides when to trigger the procedure, and its behaviour is controlled by the Home Network. That means that the UDM triggers interaction with the serving network to request the execution of primary authentication.
In addition, an internal NF that is authorised by the home operator can inform the UDM to trigger a primary authentication.
