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1. Overall Description:

SA3 are working on the specification of the security for V2X. One open issue is specifying the PC5-S messages that can be processed without security. SA3 observed that for NAS signalling, for both EPS and 5GS CT1 covered the corresponding issue in their specification. SA3 requests that CT1 add a clause similar to 4.4.4.2 of TS 24.501 in TS 24.587.
SA3’s opinion is that the messages that can be processed without security are:

DIRECT LINK ESTABLISHMENT REQUEST message;

DIRECT LINK ESTABLISHMENT REJECT message;

DIRECT LINK AUTHENTICATION REQUEST message; 

DIRECT LINK AUTHENTICATION RESPONSE message;

DIRECT LINK AUTHENTICATION REJECT message; and

DIRECT LINK SECURITY MODE REJECT message

SA3 asks CT1 group to specify a clause or clauses in TS 24.587 to cover the PC5-S messages that can be processed without protection.
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
