MExE device actions on removal of the (U)SIM or disactivation of the (U)SIM
If removal of the (U)SIM does not cause a power off event to the MExE device or does not lead to the termination of running applications, then the removal of the (U)SIM shall not cause the status (i.e. valid or invalid) of any operator root public key on the MExE device or any other root public key on the MExE device to change.

If a (U)SIM is removed from the MExE device (without another (U)SIM being inserted), all applications shall continue to execute in the  designated secure domain.
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
